Venus sets about an hour after the 
sun and can be seen in the western sky, stellar mag-
nitude -3·5, the visible portion of the illuminated 
disk being between 0·790 and 0·707. Mars rises just 
after lh. during the month and can be seen for a 
few hours before sunrise. Jupiter is visible in the 
earlier portion of the night, setting at lh., Oh. and 
23h., approximately, at the begilming, middle and 
end of the month, respectively ; the planet is 
stationary on Sept. 17. Saturn is in conjunction with 
the sun on Sept. 2 and cannot be observed. Occulta-
tions of stars brighter than magnitude 6 are as 
follows : Sept. l4d. OOh. 35 ·lm., 36 Tauri. (R) ; 
Sept. l d. OOh. 05·3m., 136 Tauri. (R); Sept. 18d.
